Minutes of the 1st meeting (16-17) of Animal By Products Panel held on 28th November, 2016 at 2.00 PM at Hotel Hindusthan International, Kolkata.

Item No. 1:

Confirmation of the minutes of the 1st meeting (2015-16) of the Panel held on 9th March, 2016 at 2.00 PM at Hotel Savera, Chennai. 

The minutes of the 1st meeting (15-16) of the Animal By Products Panel held on 9th March, 2016 at 2.00 PM at Hotel Savera, Chennai were circulated to all members of the  Panel vide  Circular No. Capexil/NR/NKC/1516/ABP/41 dated 5th April, 2016. Since no comments have been received, the said minutes may now be confirmed. 

Item No. 2:

Review of the Export Performance of the Panel. 

At the outset, Shri Surendra Gulati, Chairman – ABP Panel pointed out that there was a decline in export of the Panel during 2014-15 by about 14.70% as compared to 2013-14.   The export again picked up during the year 2015-16 and was 14.53% more than that in 2014-15.
Shri Babasaheb Tandale of M/s Advy Chemical Pvt. Ltd., Mumbai said that his products are falling under the nomenclature of Animal blood prepared for therapeutic, prophylactic or diagnostic uses and they are regularly submitting export returns.  He added that these export figures are not reflected in these statistics.  It is shown as “Nil”. 
Shri Surendra Gulati requested ED, CAPEXIL to look into the matter. 

On queries from members, Shri Babasaheb added that they use blood from Male Goats for the Production of Antibodies which are used in the manufacturing of Diagnostics Kits .These kits are used in the testing of various human patient samples in the Laboratories and hospitals.

 

The male goats used for this production are purchased at the age of 8-10 months.  The Goats are kept under Quarantine (Observation) for minimum 21 days and once they are found healthy then immunized with various Human proteins and other antigens to produce antibodies. Once they qualify the bleeding criteria then plasma is harvested to isolate the antibodies.
 

Members present unanimously agreed that export target for the year 2016-17 will remain same at US$ 99.24 million as achieved during 2015-16. 

Item No. 3 :

Inclusion of additional items under purview of CAPEXIL as Competent Authority. 

Shri Surendra Gulati, Chairman – ABP Panel requested Shri T K Bhattacharyya, ED, CAPEXIL to brief about the outcome of the meeting with Joint Secretary, EP(CAP)  held on 3rd October, 2016 at Udyog Bhavan, New Delhi. ED, CAPEXIL stated that CAPEXIL has requested for inclusion of additional products of Animal Origin under the purview of CAPEXIL as Competent Authority. He added that JS, EP(CAP) had taken up the matter with Director General, office of the  DGFT office.  CAPEXIL is hopeful to receive fruitful result very soon. 

Mr. Gulati mentioned that CAPEXIL had already   submitted the world import figures as below to the Addl. DGFT, O/o the DGFT, New Delhi for inclusion of additional items under ABP Panel with 8 digit level within the purview of CAPEXIL as Competent Authority.

From the above data,   it may   be noted that there is huge import of these products in the world market.  Indian exporters could not export anything as they were unable to fulfill the requirements of EU norms in the absence of any Competent Authority for the products.  Though the above data is at 4 digit level and Capexil had requested for inclusion of additional items with 8 digit level. Capexil is sure that if the additional items come under the purview of CAPEXIL as Competent Authority, Indian exporters will be able to penetrate and capture some export market of these products.

Item No. 4:  
Difficulties faced by Exporters of Products of Animal Origin – Opening of Factory Stuffed Containers at 
the Ports.

Shri Surendra Gulati informed that custom authorities open containers carrying products of animal origin at ICDs/Ports. This is a great hardship. He also mentioned that if Central Excise authorities seal the containers in the factory, Customs officers should not open the containers at the Port because customs and Central Excise are part of the same organization.  He informed that Capexil’s request is pending before Member (customs).
One of the members present stated that they are facing problem from the Forest and Wild life department officials in getting no objection certificate for every consignment of button blanks. Mr. Gulati informed that CAPEXIL wrote to Member (Customs) about this problem and the CCR (Compulsory Compliance Requirements) has been removed from all products of animal origin. He also informed the members present that removal of CCR can be seen in the Customs website “icegate”.  This is an achievement of CAPEXIL to help the exporters. 

Item No. 5:

Export to China. 

Shri   S. Venkatesh Kumar of M/s P Subbaraj & Co., Chennai mentioned that China does not allow the import of Crushed Bones from India citing FMD but China continue to import horns, horn button blanks and buffalo offals.  

ED informed Mr.Kumar that Capexil has already taken up the matter with JS, EP(CAP) in the meeting taken by him on 3rd October 2016.  He requested Mr.Kumar to give a note on this. Mr.Kumar agreed to give the note within a week’s time.
Addl. Point no. 1:  

Mr. Purendu Kumar Ghosh raised the issue of Plant Approval of bone mills in West Bengal.  He said that almost all bone millers of Bengal were present in this meeting with the expectation that Capexil officers shall help them in getting PAC. Shri Ghosh mentioned that in the area of Kharagpur, Uluberia, Birbhhum, etc. there are number of units but none of them are approved by Capexil. 

In reply, Shri Gulati said that if the units have pollution certificate, VAT Registration no., Cement Flooring, Wall plastering, there is no hindrance to get PAC. He requested bone millers from West Bengal to get in touch with CAPEXIL’s Kolkata office for necessary guidance, Shri Gulati requested ED, CAPEXIL to look into the matter.   Mr. Bhattacharyya, ED asked members to feel free to contact him and the Officer In charge Capexil (ER) for assistance in the matter.
The meeting thereafter concluded with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
